Maintenance & Storage

Disengage the drive, stop the engine and discotheapark plug. Wait for
all movement to stop before adjusting, cleaningepairing. Keep hands and
feet away from moving parts.

Clean the cutting system, drive, muffler and engihany grass or debris to
prevent fires. Clean up any fuel/oil spills.

Never store machine with gasoline in the tank witn enclosed area where
fumes may reach an open flame or spark.

Park the machine on level ground. Never allow uné@ persons to service
the machine.

Remove the spark plug before attempting any repid&ser check for a
spark when the spark plug is removed. Use an apprtester.

Keep all parts in good working condition and altchaare tightened.
Replace all worn or damaged decals. Always rephaara or faulty parts
with genuine Air Force Hover Mower parts.

Allow the engine to cool before storing in any estires. To reduce the risk
of fire hazard, keep the engine and the surroundéul area free of grass,
leaves, and excessive grease.

Shut off fuel while storing or transporting. Do redore fuel near flames or
drain indoors.

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Before Starting the Machine

Prevent Engine Damage

To prevent damage to the engine, the machine pstiwithout any fluids.
The engine must be filled with the correct gradeib&nd fuel mix before
starting the engine.

Fuel Mixing Instructions

When operating the Air Force Hover Mowalways use a ration of 25:1

to ensure the highest quality performance. To m@lkbe life of your engine,
change the oil mix after the first five hours ous

Fuel Level Check
When filling the fuel tank, the fuel mix shouldlfihe tank up to the base of
the neck to allow for fuel expansion. Do not ouetfie fuel tank.

Fuel Type
Always use clean, unleaded fuel and 2-stroke aihiba Purchase these
liquids in a 30-day quantity to keep fresh fuelhamd.

Air Filter Check

To ensure proper air flow and maximum engine pentorce, check and
clean the air filter often. Use gasoline to cleam filter. Once debris is
cleared, dip the filter in oil and wring out. Pladeer back in the case and
close the air filter cover.
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Starting the Machine

Ensure that the Brake Handle moves freely andnstiar its resting position
when released.

Starting the Machine

Step One:

Push the mower throttle control lever into the opesition. Pump the
primer bulb behind the fuel tank to release fuébs€ the engine choke
lever. If the engine is warm, the choke may nohbeded.

Step Two:

Release the handlebar from the footstop. Hold tteké&@Handle to the upper
handle, place your foot on the right side or onrta of the deck. Pull the
recoil starter rope lightly until you feel resistan then pull with a slow and
steady motion. Return the starter grip gently.

Note: DO NOT YANK or pull sharply on the starter as it will greatly
reduce the life of the starter line and startermetsm. It is much better to
use a steady pull just hard enough to overcomeesistance of the engine
compression.

Note: When pulling on the starter, try to keep a lowlarso that the rope
comes out of the starter case at an even anddegi. This is greatly
reduce wear and tear on the starter and increaderbevity of this part.

Note: The Brake Handle must be held firmly againstithadlebar to start
and keep the engine running. If it is releasedgtigine and blade system
will stop.

Step Three:
Once started, move the throttle lever to the clgmesition and allow the
engine to warm up.

To prevent damage, never pull the recoil startendia while the engine is
running.
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Operating the Machine

Cutting Flat Landscapes
Begin at the edge of the lawn and mow in a strdightback and forth as
you would with a regular walk behind machine.

Cutting Slopes and Banks

Begin at the top and swing the machine from sidgide while carefully and
slowly moving down the slope. Keep the machine mgyb reduce strain
on the engine.

Caution: Neverstand below or beside the machine while mowing an
embankmentlwaysstand higher on the slope than the machine.

Stopping the Machine

Release the Engine Brake Handle to stop the machitiee engine fails to
stop, pull the black rubber cover on the frontheff €ngine to release the
spark plug lead from the engine.

Cutting Height Adjustment
Your machine is shipped with the cutting disc ia thghest position. Follow
these steps to adjust to the desired height of cut:

(1) Disconnect the spark plug.
(2) Tilt the machine onto its left side, keepthg carburetor up.
(3) Wearing protective hand gear, remove the Biscuring Bolt
with holding the cutting system.
(4) Remove the three spacers and the cuttingsyst
(5) Reposition the spacers and cutting systenddgired height of
cut.
(6) Fit the Disc Securing Bolt back to the maehiBolt should be installed
to 18ft pounds of torque.

Note: Large spacer must be positioned directly belowitiygeller at all
times.
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Operating the Machine

Prevent An Accident
Inspect the cutting area before using the mowey. dbjects other than grass
and leaves should be removed to prevent them freorhing projectiles.

Inspect for hidden obstructions, which would causalth and safety risks
when coming in contact with the cutting system. Blakte of the
obstructions and mow around them.

Engine Care

Running the Engine

When first starting the engine, allow the engineuto 1-2 minutes at a low
speed to warm it up. Once the engine is readysatije throttle as needed
and begin mowing.

Do not accelerate abruptly. Avoid idling the maehat a fast speed. This
not only shortens the engine life but can causrmal damage of the
machine and void the warranty.

Stopping the Engine
Reduce the engine speed to the lowest settingddadiar 1-2 minutes.
Release the Engine Brake Handle to shut the emigine.

If the engine shows signs of distress during usfer to the Troubleshooting
section for help.
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Machine Maintenance

To prevent accidents, disconnect the spark plughetmer you are
performing any maintenance procedures on the machin

Cleaning the Air Cleaner

Remove the air cleaner cover (1) by releasing #tehcbehind the fuel tank
(2) and tilting away from the engine body untikiteleased. Remove the air
cleaner (3) and bath the foam in fuel and oil @psand water. If it's too
dirty or damaged, replace. To clean the filter btege on a hard surface or
blow out with air.

After cleaning the air cleaner, return it backhe tase and insert the cover
on the left side, pushing the cover towards theérengody until the catches
hold in place.

Servicing the Spark Plug
Use only an approved spark plug tester. Replacsphgk plug every 100
hours or every season (whichever occurs first).

Check the spark plug gap with a feeler gauge alidrate at 0.5 — 0.7mm.

Keeping the Engine Clean

Remove all debris and grass from the engine, imetuthe exhaust and
exhaust guard, air ways in the top cowl, and surding deck areas on a
daily basis or after each use. Do not pressure-tvesmachine during
cleaning. Water can contaminate the fuel. Alwagaolwith a brush or
compressed air.

Grass and debris may clog the engine’s air codirsjem especially after
prolonged operation or cutting tall, dry grass. Tternal cooling fans and
surfaces may require cleaning to prevent the erfgima overheating.

Deck Housing
Remove debris and grass from both sides of the meclediately after each
use.
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Machine Maintenance

Nuts and Bolts
Check all securing nuts and bolts regularly to emsliey remain tight.
Replace missing or damaged items immediately.

Fuel Maintenance

Before each use, check the fuel level and ensateathorrect level is
maintained. Refer to the “Before Starting the Maehisection for
instructions.The proper ratio of fuel to oil is 25:1

Change the fuel after the initial first five howrfsuse. Follow the
maintenance schedule thereafter.

Maintaining the Cutting System

The condition of the cutting system and supportimaunting system should
be checked regularly for signs of wear or damagdamaged cutting system
will become out of balance and cause the machinétate excessively.
The cutting

system could damage the deck, impeller and otleeegiunder the deck and
lead to damage to engine or operator.

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Machine Maintenance

To replace the cutting system:

(1) Drain the fuel by running the engine dry (ewegwill stop).
(2) Remove the spark plug lead and allow therentp cool.
(3) Turn the machine on its left-hand side (cagbar up).

If you only need to replace the blades or the bkstriring kit, you would
not need to remove the cutting disc from the mazhifnyou need to replace
the entire cutting disc or the spacers, the disicneed to be removed by
first removing the Disc Securing Bolt.

Sharpening the Stainless Steel Blades

Our stainless steel blades are reversible and eahdrpened. For best
results, use both sides until they need to be sinagh and then sharpen both
sides at the same time. Blades should be sharpamed 25 hours or as
needed. Sharpen with a flat file.

Prevent An Accident
Remove the cutting blades from the cutting systeforie sharpening. Use
strong gloves while handling the blades.

Mower Storage

To prevent engine damage, engines must be drafrfeelovhen being
stored in excess of 30 days. Removing the fuelgrsvgum from forming
in the fuel system and essential carburetor pBst$ollowing our storage
procedure and referring to the engine manual agdetkg/our machine will
remain in good working order.

(1) Drain the fuel by running the engine dry (eegwill stop).

(2) Disconnect the spark plug lead.

(3) Remove the engine spark plug, pour 5ml ofrengil into the
Spark plug hole.

(4) Slowly pull the recaoil starter rope, turnitige crankcase, to distribute
oil and prevent engine corrosion.

(5) Clean all debris and grass from the engiimdsgr, cooling fans, under
top cowl, and around and behind the exhagishaust guard.

(6) Lubricate the machine.

(7) Treat metal parts with a water-repellantj-aatrosion product.

(8) Cover the machine with a protective sheetstock it in a dry,
ventilated area.
